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Faculty Guest House - Norms and Regulations 
 

1. The Guest House of UGC-MMTTC has modest facilities to provide simple accommodation to 

the outstation participants of the Faculty Induction Programmes / Refresher Courses / Short 

Term Programmes  on triple - sharing basis during the period of participation. 

 
2. Only a limited number of teacher participants can be accommodated in the Guest House. 

 
3. Preference for accommodation will be given to women participants and those who come from 

far-off places. 

 
4. However, allotment of rooms will be on first-come-first-served basis. 

 
5. The teacher participants, who stay in the Guest House will be charged Rs.200/- per day 

for the entire duration of the course. 

 
6. The payment for the stay has to be made one day before the last day of the Faculty Induction 

Programme /                                  Refresher Course / Short Term Programme. 

 
7. The teacher participants shall occupy the bed / room allotted to them for the entire period of stay 

and shall not shift to other bed / room without prior permission from the authorities. 

 
8. The teacher participants shall not stay in the Guest House, while the academic sessions are 

going on. (i.e., from 10.00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m. and 02.00 p.m. to 05.00 p.m.) 

 
9. The teacher participants have to maintain cleanliness and silence in the Guest House 

premises. 

 
10. The teacher participants are required to use electricity and water minimally for the benefit of all. 

 
11. It is the participants’ responsibility to keep their belongings under safe custody. 

 
12. Smoking and Drinking are strictly prohibited. Any violation in this respect will be 

viewed seriously.  

 
13. The teacher participants who stay in the Guest House should strictly follow the rules and regulations 

of the Guest House. Those who violate them and create disturbance to the fellow participants will 

be asked to vacate the room without prior notice, under intimation to the Registrar / Principal 

concerned. 

 
14. The MMTTC solicits the co-operation of all the participants to ensure a pleasant stay at the 

Faculty Guest House.
